	Presidents report


	Brent McConchie presented his President’s report per:

2006 / 7 - PRESIDENTS REPORT

There were many positives from the 2006/2007 season for the CJCA, it’s players, supporters and volunteers – a year in which player numbers rose by 12%. 

Regional Tournaments: Centralised nominations (via website) and centralised trials were introduced for our Regional Tournament (formerly Zones).  We also introduced compulsory retirements, complementary wide brimmed cricket hats + hat badges and very successfully included year 6 boys in the February Tournament for the first time.

Web site: Our new website (www.cjca.org.nz) has enabled delivery & transparency of important information in a cost and time effective manner. 
Cancellations: In an important adjustment to the cancellation policy, we are now able to assess each grade for play rather than  play all or no grades on a particular Saturday. The web site has helped this process while a text messaging service will also be provided in the coming season.
Representative Games and Tournaments: Our Andrew Reid coached Christchurch Black side, won the South Island Primary Schools Cricket Tournament for the third year in succession. A fine effort! Our Red side was oh so close! Standardised representative fixtures between associations have been agreed to for the next 7 years, and hopefully beyond. This is a real time saver! We are seeking standardised playing conditions for these games also.
Artificial Pitches and Gear: Thanks to successful funding applications from Canterbury Community Trust, New Zealand Cricket Foundation, Caversham Trust, Southern Trust and Metro Charitable Trust – and our Pitch installation contractor / director, Brian Hastings, we’ve laid 24 new Artificial pitches at the following Primary or Intermediate aligned schools: Avonhead; Bromley; Cobham; Elmwood (at Elmwood Park); Harewood; Hillview Christian; Heaton; Kaiapoi North; Kaiapoi Borough; Manning; Marshland; Ilam; Lincoln; Merrin; Ohoka; Our Lady of Fatima; Queenspark; St Thomas's / OLV; Sumner; Rolleston; Sefton; Shirley Primary; Wairakei; Westburn; A further 9 pitches will be laid over the coming 15 months. Additionally, we’ve distributed over 850 items incorporating helmets; leg pads; thigh pads; forearm guards and scoreboards to affiliated Clubs and Schools.

Playing conditions: Compulsory retirements in all grades occurred for the first time and we introduced compulsory helmets for batsman and wicket keepers when standing up. We are reviewing other changes alongside information on advancements being made in the UK, Australia and other cricketing countries. The emphasis is to ensure fast passed, fun games in all grades where those grades can be best aligned to the needs and abilities of the players.

Winter Training Squads: These have been extended to incorporate all 188 players who competed in the February / March Christchurch Regional Tournament. This represents a four fold increase in players involved in this format over the past three years.

Derek Coburn: After many fine years of unwavering support for junior cricket here in Christchurch and for the South Island Primary School’s Cricket Tournament, Derek Coburn was honoured with the role of Patron of the Christchurch Junior Cricket Association. In addition, at a special function on day one of the first cricket test at Jade Stadium in Christchurch, NZC CEO, Martin Sneddon presented to Derek the New Zealand Cricket Foundation Sir Jack Newman Award. This is presented to an outstanding junior cricket administrator in New Zealand each year for his past and present services to the game. Our warm and sincere congratulations to Derek!
Goals: Our three year plan & objectives for the CJCA - agreed to in November 2005 – are on track. Further work on playing conditions and an increased focus on great outcomes for girls will help this outcome.  Our five goals are as follows:

1. Increase numbers of Junior Cricket Players by 30% within three years.
2. Provide equipment to encourage higher quality cricket in a manner that benefits all junior teams.

3. Increase by 30%, number of qualified coaches & players gaining “professional” coaching

4. Increase number of girls’ only teams by 30%.

5. Be widely recognised as a proactive Junior Cricket Association

	Financial statement and treasurers report


	Justine presented the Financial report per: 

The 2006 / 2007 financial year for the CJCA has been a busy one and at times a juggling act of funds to cover various projects. But in saying this, our financial position remains strong.

Securing $169.5K of funding allowed the laying of 17 artificial pitches in schools and parks, a huge amount of gear which was distributed to clubs, scoreboards, accommodation for the South Island Tournament and finally the flags that have adorned Ilam Fields during the Regional Tournaments & Representative matches.  

We must thank the following contributors, Caversham Trust $40K, Estate of Robert G Condliffe $10K , Southern Trust $30K, Lion Foundation $10K, Metro Charitable Trust $4K, New Zealand Cricket Foundation $25.5K and last but by no means least the Canterbury Community Trust $50K.

The Canterbury Community Trust has audited our project account and granted $50K of funding for an additional 8 pitches for the 07/08 season with further $50K to be granted in March 2008 intention to lay a further 8 pitches.  If anyone who knows of any Christchurch Schools who may want a pitch, contact Brent or myself and we can forward them an application.  

The Artificial Pitch laying process has run smoothly and our thanks go Brian Hastings of Brian Hastings Sports Equipment for his management of this project.  

The Cricket Express sponsorship – which has been extended for a further two years has also helped to offset what, would otherwise be much higher costs. Our invested funds of $120,000 (protected by a trust deed) enables year on year interest that offsets costs that would otherwise be needed to be covered by an increase in player levies.

The annual per player levy of $10.00 (GST inclusive) is recommended to be maintained.  I would like to note that it is a concern the number of clubs failing to play levies until the very last week of the season.   

In the season just completed, the association coordinated cricket for over 2400 players covering approximately 206 teams. Huge thanks must go to Doug McSweeney & Mike Fisher (who took over from Doug during the season) at the CCA for their efforts with team registrations and draws.  Also a big thanks to CJCA groundsmen – Danny Timpson and Bruce Mugford who continue to provide a fantastic service.
Going forward we have to date secured funding to the value of $10K from The Century Foundation for lightweight scoreboards and waiting on the outcome of 4 applications for funding for SI Tournament Accommodation, Winter Training & collapsible tents for Tournaments.

In closing I would like to thank Dave Gallop our honoury Auditor who has done an excellent job as always in getting the accounts audited in time for this meeting.   He has kindly accepted his services for the coming 07/08 season – Thanks Dave.

	General discussion was had regarding …

· Steve Wakefield provided an overview of his trip to The World Cup.
· Text messaging service for players and parents for all cancellations to be introduced next season. Details will be posted on our website.

· Season cards – CJCA committed to providing a creditcard size season card for players and parents. This would replace grade brochures / handbook and refer players and parents to the website for all grade conditions, draws, maps, representative opportuinities etc. It would also double as Junior wizard membership (free entry to Wizrads games +), cricket express discount.

·  New website provider – this coming week.  The advertising prominent on the website will help support the CJCA. 90,000 hits per month in peak of season.  More opportunities for automation over the coming months.
· Under 14/Year 9 Grade changes – proposed start time of noon. A meeting is to be held Tue 29 May – East Shirley Clubs rooms – 7.30pm. Nigel Marsh (CCA & Youth Advisory Group) be presenting reasons for change, and how the consequence for Clubs can be positive.  Richard Reid encouraged all clubs to bring it to the key club members and committees for discussions.  If the change was to occur support is needed from the Clubs. Girls Grades also affected.
· Playing conditions – Francis Van Woerkom presented to the attendees opportunities to speed up our “junior” grades & to increase participation. Francis has studied changes in Australia and the UK. In particular, opportunities exist for balls to be hit off cones when a wide or no ball is bowled (rather than gaining two runs for a wide), fielding exclusion zones to enable more runs to be taken and perhaps “max zone” for increased runs to be scored. It was agreed that the general sentiments of those attending confirmed a desire that our grades be modified to increase participation and enjoyment. The CJCA will now formulate proposed adjustments and send to Clubs and Schools for feedback prior to settling on conditions for the coming season.
· Steve Wakefield suggested that CJCA seek agreement to enter a year 7 team in the South Island Tournament – possibly with two smaller associations amalgamating or perhaps another association also entering another team to keep the numbers even. He suggested that Year 7 players were currently disadvantaged in Christchurch due to this area’s large volume of players verses that of other associations. It was agreed that the CJCA would discuss this suggestion and decide on what to advance.

· Bryce Nicholson suggested a change for the no ball rule in girls grades – pertaining to the allowance of bounces. Agreement that this would be reviewed and Bryce consulted prior to outcome for the new season.
