2006 / 7 - PRESIDENTS REPORT

There were many positives from the 2006/2007 season for the CJCA, it’s players, supporters and volunteers – a year in which player numbers rose by 9%. 
Regional Tournaments: Centralised nominations (via website) and centralised trials were introduced for our Regional Tournament (formerly Zones).  We also introduced compulsory retirements, complementary wide brimmed cricket hats + hat badges and very successfully included year 6 boys in the February Tournament for the first time.
Web site: Our new website (www.cjca.org.nz) has enabled delivery & transparency of important information in a cost and time effective manner. 
Cancellations: In an important adjustment to the cancellation policy, we are now able to assess each grade for play rather than  play all or no grades on a particular Saturday. The web site has helped this process while a text messaging service will also be provided in the coming season.
Representative Games and Tournaments: Our Andrew Reid coached Christchurch Black side, won the South Island Primary Schools Cricket Tournament for the third year in succession. A fine effort! Our Red side was oh so close! Standardised representative fixtures between associations have been agreed to for the next 7 years, and hopefully beyond. This is a real time saver! We are seeking standardised playing conditions for these games also.
Artificial Pitches and Gear: Thanks to successful funding applications from Canterbury Community Trust, New Zealand Cricket Foundation, Caversham Trust, Southern Trust and Metro Charitable Trust – and our Pitch installation contractor / director, Brian Hastings, we’ve laid 24 new Artificial pitches at the following Primary or Intermediate aligned schools: Avonhead; Bromley; Cobham; Elmwood (at Elmwood Park); Harewood; Hillview Christian; Heaton; Kaiapoi North; Kaiapoi Borough; Manning; Marshland; Ilam; Lincoln; Merrin; Ohoka; Our Lady of Fatima; Queenspark; St Thomas's / OLV; Sumner; Rolleston; Sefton; Shirley Primary; Wairakei; Westburn; A further 9 pitches will be laid over the coming 15 months. Additionally, we’ve distributed over 850 items incorporating helmets; leg pads; thigh pads; forearm guards and scoreboards to affiliated Clubs and Schools.

Playing conditions: Compulsory retirements in all grades occurred for the first time and we introduced compulsory helmets for batsman and wicket keepers when standing up. We are reviewing other changes alongside information on advancements being made in the UK, Australia and other cricketing countries. The emphasis is to ensure fast passed, fun games in all grades where those grades can be best aligned to the needs and abilities of the players.
Winter Training Squads: These have been extended to incorporate all 188 players who competed in the February / March Christchurch Regional Tournament. This represents a four fold increase in players involved in this format over the past three years.

Derek Coburn: After many fine years of unwavering support for junior cricket here in Christchurch and for the South Island Primary School’s Cricket Tournament, Derek Coburn was honoured with the role of Patron of the Christchurch Junior Cricket Association. In addition, at a special function on day one of the first cricket test at Jade Stadium in Christchurch, NZC CEO, Martin Sneddon presented to Derek the New Zealand Cricket Foundation Sir Jack Newman Award. This is presented to an outstanding junior cricket administrator in New Zealand each year for his past and present services to the game. Our warm and sincere congratulations to Derek!
Goals: Our three year plan & objectives for the CJCA - agreed to in November 2005 – are on track. Further work on playing conditions and an increased focus on great outcomes for girls will help this outcome.  Our five goals are as follows:

1. Increase numbers of Junior Cricket Players by 30% within three years.
2. Provide equipment to encourage higher quality cricket in a manner that benefits all junior teams.

3. Increase by 30%, number of qualified coaches & players gaining “professional” coaching

4. Increase number of girls’ only teams by 30%.

5. Be widely recognised as a proactive Junior Cricket Association
