	Presidents report


	Brent McConchie presented his President’s report per:

2007 / 8 - PRESIDENTS REPORT
There were many positives from the 2007/2008 season for the CJCA, it’s players, supporters and volunteers – and some lessons to learn.

Five items of particular note included: some wonderful feedback to the adjustments made for Kiwi, Junior 20/20 and Super 8’s grades; the continued roll out of artificial pitches; the almost doubling of players involved at Regional Tournament level; the formalised inclusion into the Mandeville Tournament; and the increased strength of Christchurch Junior Representative teams – including Christchurch Black taking out the South Island Primary School’s tournament (jointly) for the fourth straight year. Also evident is a growing volume of junior players viewing their number one sport as cricket. 

Research and efforts from Vice President Francis van Woerkom lead to playing condition adjustments for Kiwi, Junior 20/20 and Super 8 and resulted in a substantial increase in player involvement and therefore enjoyment in these grades. “Fun Fast and Furious” is what was called for and is what was experienced by many hundreds of young players. Details of the playing conditions are available for people to view on our website at www.cjca.org.nz 

A further 6 artificial pitches are in the process of being laid (Catholic Cathedral, Cotswold, Darfield, West Melton, Cheviot and Amberley) and we’ve also facilitated the resurfacing of two long established pitches at Oaklands and Shirley Intermediate.

Our Regional Tournaments – very ably convened by Barry Hazeldine – included “emerging player” teams for the first time. Eleven matches all on Ilam fields at the same time was a great sight to behold. Despite rules requiring compulsory retirements, David Wakefield still managed a century – a fine effort from a very promising player. These tournaments require extra effort from many people. Special thanks to Chris O’Brian Smith, Justine Bowden, Steve Wakefield, Peter Kennedy, Barry Hazeldine, Peter Heenan, Andrew Reid (convenor of  Selectors), all the umpires and of course all the team Coaches and Managers – their extra efforts leading to some significant season highlights and further development opportunities for many players.

Canterbury Country has successfully run their junior Mandeville Tournament for some years now and last season invited 4 teams of both Year 6 and Year 7 players from the CJCA to compete. This opportunity was well received and our players involved had a great week at the tournament. We’ll be continuing on in this regard in coming seasons. Thanks Canterbury Country!
The CJCA winter training programme – run by Canterbury Cricket will include all 260 players who competed in the February / March Christchurch Regional Tournament – a further fantastic increase in numbers. Richard Hayward and team. Thanks!

	Financial statement and treasurers report


	Secretary Report by Justine.
Following on from our strong position at the end of the 06/07 financial year the CJCA has been able to maintain this throughout the 07/08 season

The season saw us secure funding of $152.3K to enable us to continue on the install of artificial pitches.  $60k will be expensed over the coming months for the final pitches to be completed.  93 lightweight scoreboards purchased and distributed to clubs, funding towards accommodation at the SIPSCT and the purchase of 2 collapsible tents which were well used at tournaments. 

We must thank the following contributors, Caversham Trust $2K, Lion Foundation $8K, Pub Charity $10.3k, New Zealand Cricket Foundation $12K, Century Foundation $10k and last but by no means least the Canterbury Community Trust $60K.

This year we had a change in the way we treated our income, and registered the monies paid by parents/care givers for winter training and tournaments as donations, which enabled us to exclude this from our GST returns.
Brian Hastings of Brian Hastings Sports Equipment has once again expertly managed the laying of the artificial pitches this season; the project has progressed without hassles.  

We thank Cricket Express for their continued sponsorship, this has enabled the purchase of balls, markers, wickets, uniforms, hats and badges at excellent rates this has meant our tournaments have been well equipped and well received. Without this generous sponsorship out expenses would be considerably higher, this would mean the need for additional funding, increased levies and player contributions.  .

The annual per player levy of $10.00 (GST inclusive) is recommended to be maintained.  Like last season the lateness in paying these levies was again evident this season, with one club still to pay. .   

Also, big thanks to CJCA groundsmen – Danny Timpson and Bruce Mugford who continue to provide a fantastic service.
In closing my sincere thanks goes to Dave Gallop our honoury Auditor, as always he has excelled in getting the accounts audited in time for this meeting.   He has kindly accepted his services for the coming 08/09 season.

	Various additions to General Matters

Administrative resource
Had approval from CCA executive to support a paid administrator for the CJCA – role would report to GM of CCA (Lee Germon) or direct report.  Concern CJCA have held is that the collective administrative requirements are no longer to be carried out voluntarily.  Without professional assistance we run the risk of not covering all the needs of tournaments and administrative duties.  This is a change from where we have been, but want to give all junior players the best opportunities, through draws, season calendar, tournaments, season calendars, coaching for teachers and insuring we are maximising the funding possibly available to the CJCA.  We need to have a combination of professional and voluntary involvement for a quality outcome for all concerned.

Brent requested comments 

Bill Duncan – why not go the way Secondary cricket has – YAG.  Should we be having a Junior advisory group?

Brent discussed the achievements of the CJCA, and to date the other Advisory Groups have not been able to obtain the same funding that the CJCA has to date.  CJCA can still work closely with clubs and schools.  CJCA is working closer with the CCA than previously.

?? – what role would they play in the CJCA.  To undertake the initiatives that the executive have decided.

?? – Who are they funded by – CCA Board has said that the funding will come through ultimately it will be funded via NZ Cricket.  CJCA will initially fund some of this expense.  Brent expanded on the role.

Steve Wakefield added a different perspective from where he sits on the executive and explained further why the CJCA needs the administrator.

He applauded the efforts of Brent McConchie over the years and that this is not sustainable or should the executive rely on one person to drive what direction the CJCA take.
Season Cards – Brent spoke regarding the season cards and the importance of getting these out to players and parents via coaches.  Reinforced the discounts available through the card.  

Preseason cluster meetings – CJCA member or our administrative resource will come out and speak to coaches’ preseason re: rule changes, scorecards, conditions for both hard ball and modified grades, rule interpretation.  The desire is to assist clubs to direct info out to coaches and interested players.

Results – NZ Cricket Website – Lack of support from junior clubs, due to the issues with logging onto the website.  The CJCA decided in January that we would return to the sports runner system that CCA run.  The take up of Sportsrunner was better but not fantastic.  We feel the results compilation of the NZ Cricket website was not acceptable and for points issuance we have decided to continue with the Sportsrunner system.

?? – said the Sports runner system had issues with the Senior suburban results.  The opposition can oppose the result but not change the result.  

Brent mentioned the desire for a team to change the result would be minimal.

Steve Wakefield – positive for parents and coaches and players to go to the same place to see the draw and the results.

Rule Changes – Brent mentioned initially the reluctance for some coaches and convenors to the changes.  They were soon dispelled and it was agreed that the majority of the changes were positive.
Pitch length and markers – some changes needed here:-

Positive feedback at this meeting regarding the proposed changes to pitch length, etc.

NZ Cricket are keen to see hard ball grade pitch lengths also reduced.  This will be likely to be strongly recommended.  What length??? From 20-18m.

Length of pitch crucial to enable kids to learn to bowl correctly.
Steve Wakefield – Artificial pitches need correct marking, no chalk lines, no tape.  Measurements need to be added and creases.  

?? – suggested that there be colour coded markings.

Bill Duncan - With the modified grades; question over where and how the wide/hitting markers are placed.

New batting tee currently on sale from Cricket Express - $9 approx, it has a metal spike to allow the tee to stay put in the ground.

Senior 1 Day / U14 – Senior Premier – Earlier meeting held at Shirley regarding moving to a calendar season.  This was not well received by the majority who attended the meeting.
Some transitioning issues with this grade.  Some proposals still on the table fro pre and post xmas, one issue is team numbers.  YAG are influential in changes that were required to these grade conditions to transition well for the post xmas season.
Bill Duncan – destruction to various teams meant 2 ES teams were disbanded.  They will not have any teams in this grade post xmas in the coming season.

Steve Wakefield discussed some issues we had regarding these grades and called for interested people to come together to discuss the challenges with these grades.  We need to get it right so we do not lose players once they hit high school.
Team Numbers – Senior 1 day – wants consistency with numbers for this grade.  Either 9 or 10 – don’t change pre or post season.

Bill Duncan - did not believe by reducing numbers that kids got more cricket.  No advantage to the bowlers, only benefit to the batters.

Discussions over players numbers.
Brent welcomed others to join sub committees to discuss and develop this further.

Contact will be made with schools and clubs over the next 6 weeks.

Barry discussed the situation over rep considerations.  Summarised the rep year and proposed structure.

Discussions over whether tournaments should have points associated so that we have a winning team or are tournaments there to develop players rather than create winners of tournaments.
?? -  What do other countries do with their tournaments? Should we be following what other countries are doing?  Fine to be innovative but also need to be informed.

– Do the girls feature in this whole picture?

Barry – proposal for Girls is to look to pull girls from the ChCh Milo tournament and have a competition on a Sunday?

SIPSCT – some discussions over this tournament.
Richard Hayward –discussed next season there would be 4 teams selected and the very best team would go and play Wellington and then the other 3 teams will be playing a triangular tournament.

Richard is concerned that about whether players are getting enough coaching or is there too much rep cricket.  The top players will excel, but are we developing the rest of the players.  Players require development through the season also not just winter training.

Does cricket need to get more proactive pre season with radio, TV, internet, etc.  Rep level players invited along to play, encouraging kids to join,etc.
Need to consider do we need to form a committee to encourage or discuss  

Bill Duncan – need to look at starting season when school starts not before and also should we be actually playing over the public holidays.
??- should you allocate a club to certain grades and run a round robins friendly mixed team day.  Perhaps 20/20 games.
