2009/10 PRESIDENTS & MANAGERS REPORT

It is very pleasing to see the continued growth of junior cricket in Christchurch with 270 teams starting the season. The hard work put in by John Purdie, Gary Rountree and Vicki Burtt in the off-season certainly paid off with the number of girl’s teams increasing to 23. This is across the Year 5 – 8 age groups, as before then girls tend to play the soft ball grades in mixed teams. Whilst that is a significant improvement, the total spread across all the older age group grades leaves fragile numbers to support a viable competition. It is hoped that clubs and schools will continue to encourage girls into the game and certainly girl only teams is a major attraction for them. I hope that the buzz around the girls selected team going to Brisbane later this year and the prospects of trips around New Zealand will also drum up some added interest.
The structure of the CJCA Executive Committee has remained stable and it has been useful to have a range of talents and areas of interest covered by the individuals elected. This allows sub committees to consider important issues and report their findings and recommendations to the main committee for action. The committee would like a range of clubs and schools represented and so are always open to offers for inclusion, either at the AGM or throughout the year. A representative from Canterbury Cricket sits on the committee and provides an invaluable link with the major association.

The most significant change instigated for the past season was the reducing of pitch length to a maximum of 18m for all after Christmas. This allowed the Year 8 players to stay on full length (20.12m) pitches until Christmas. The Senior 1 Day grade was split into sections aimed at allowing Year 7 players to play on 18m and then continue at that length after Christmas. We feel this change has been immensely worthwhile and with no concerns noted after implementation. It is hoped that many more associations will follow and that a greater number of junior cricketers will enjoy the game more, play at a higher standard and importantly, stay in the game longer because of these changes.

During the winter months last year the CJCA also carried out a review of its website and decided to overhaul its appearance in order to improve the communication with players, coaches and parents. We have had nothing but rave reviews since going live in October 2009 and thank the hard work put in by those concerned. John Purdie and Gary Rountree were key parts of this team, in between the work driving the girl’s game, but the folk at NV Interactive have also been very supportive in the design. This is an ongoing process and many more innovations are planned but the automated selection process for the Spring and Summer Tournaments has been a huge success.

CJCA have also been instrumental in the increase of artificial wickets around Christchurch, mainly in schools. This drive has increased numbers to around 60 in total but with the increased teams playing, we still need more. We feel there are probably some we are unaware of and some that need work carried out, so please do let us know, including any requests where further pitches could be located. The committee have agreed that our main short-term aim is to increase the number of locations where four or more artificial pitches can be laid. This allows the year group tournaments to be held on them, as well as increasing the available pitches for Saturday cricket and if local schools can use them midweek, then even better.

Our 3 Year Strategic Plan was also agreed and updated for the 2009 – 2012 period. Its goals are as follows:

1. Maximise player enjoyment for the game in a manner that encourages retention and growth

2. Double the number of girls playing cricket

3. Increase numbers of qualified coaches and umpires

4. Increase numbers of players who aspire to be excellent cricketers

5. All games are played with quality grounds and pitches

6. Provide the best possible governance and leadership

As you can see we have set ourselves high goals and within the report, tough targets. Some of the initiatives we are pursuing to help achieve these goals are listed below.

· Regular reviews and amendments to our modified grades so ALL players get involved, have fun and want to play cricket 
· Spring and Summer Tournaments that are open to all for selection and aimed at developing the players ability, having fun and making new friends

· Continue the installation process of new artificial wickets and ensure that existing ones are in a good condition. This includes gaining responsibility from schools to maintain their own wickets

· Extending and improving the winter coaching programme so that more are included and the skills coached are progressive and relevant
· Offering a coaching day for teachers, at no cost to the school, to improve grassroots knowledge and skills
· Provision of further opportunities for players to develop at external tournaments and matches

· Planning ahead so that funding applications can be made to maintain our financial position and ensure that the team levies are invested wisely

It was very pleasing to see the Year 9 and 10 players adopting a similar process to our Spring and Summer Tournaments last season. We are convinced that this will help maintain player enthusiasm and involvement and offer late developers the opportunity to show what they can do. Some different approaches were taken regarding how they were run and some of the more successful ones may well be adopted by CJCA. Well done Canterbury Cricket!
As always, the huge volunteer support of our Committee, Coaches, Managers, Club / School convenors and mums and dads is essential to the smooth running of junior cricket in Christchurch and is very gratefully acknowleged. We also pay tribute to the fine job undertaken by the Canterbury Cricket Association staff and in particular, those involved with our trials selection and the winter coaching programme. Our groundsmen, Danny Timpson and Bruce Mugford continue with their excellent work, as does our Auditor, Dave Gallop B.Comm. Also, significant thanks to Lyndal McMeeking who has done a wonderful job in her first year as Treasurer / Secretary for the Association. 
Of particular note, we wish to thank sincerely the work undertaken over recent years by John Purdie, Gary Rountree and Godfrey Wijetillake. John and Gary have added huge value and impetus towards the girl’s grades – with outstanding results. They have also both added their considerable expertise towards the relaunch of our website. Godfrey was a very significant contributor in our endeavours to gain momentum on the school artificial pitch program. He has also contributed significantly with the management of the more modified grades. They, along with a more recent addition to the committee Bruce Hunter, will all be retiring at this AGM.
I (Brent) will be standing down as President at this AGM but will be continue as part of the Executive Committee. Pleasing advancements over my five-year tenure have occurred with many fine contributions from committee members during this time. Over recent times, my special praise and thanks go to our manager Barry Hazeldine. Even though Barry’s role comes with a remuneration of sorts, this in no way reimburses him for all the time and efforts he commits. He is a “find” for junior cricket!

Some of the many highlights over the past 5 years have included: modernised grade conditions; taking responsibility for girls grades; strong player and financial growth; installing 37 artificial pitches; distributing large volumes of gear; introduction of Regional (formerly Zone) tournaments and resulting trials and selection processes; embracing the internet; stronger links with the CCA; revised rules and confirmed charity status – and considerable representative success. 

Resulting from the fine work undertaken by previous administrations, the CJCA is soundly founded and has worthy principles for the advancement of junior cricket. The incoming President elect, Peter Heenan has some special skills and an ability to take the organisation to new heights. We look forward to assisting Peter and wish him well.
