2010/11 PRESIDENTS & MANAGERS REPORT

The season started with the CJCA 50th anniversary dinner at Twiggers (Addington Raceway) on Friday, 15 October 2010.  The evening was attended by 130 cricket enthusiasts, including current players, coaches, administrators, and former Canterbury and international players. Mike Harvey of the Canterbury Cricket Association (CCA) was the MC for the evening, and he undertook interviews with Barry Hadlee, Justin Boyle, Lee Germon, Andrew Ellis, and Cory Anderson. In commemoration of the 50th anniversary, Jubilee batting and bowling awards have been introduced and will be awarded to the year 6, 7 or 8 boy and girl players who score the most runs or take the most wickets at regional tournament games and at Mandeville or South Island Primary Schools Tournament (SIPST). For the 2010 calender year these were awarded to Kirran Maynard, Madison Raxworthy, Jesse Campbell, and Quinn Clinton. 

The CJCA Executive Committee met regularly through the year and has operated well. Subcommittees have been used to look into particular issues or have been formed to move various projects forward (e.g., MetWest Queensland trip to Christchurch). Grade managers have ensured that the Saturday competitions and regional tournament games were well-organised and operated smoothly. In this regard we acknowledge the contributions of Francis van Woerkom, Brent McConchie, Barry Hazeldine, Gary Tempero, Steve Wakefield and Bruce Kennedy.  Peter Hay was co-opted in January 2011 to lead the year 6 regional tournament.  Junior girls Saturday competitions and regional tournaments were led by Barry van Buerton, assisted by Brent Davidson and Ady Simmons. An especially active representative program was organised for the junior girls with away trips for various teams to Auckland, Nelson, and Otago being necessary to secure good quality opposition. The executive committee is losing the services of four active and experienced members who will not be restanding for office: Lyndal McMeeking, Brent McConchie, Steve Wakefield, and Barry van Buerton. Their varied contributions to junior cricket have been significant and they are thanked for their contribution.  

Paul O’Brien, a representative from CCA, sits on the executive committee and provides a valuable contact with the CCA. Mike Fisher of CCA undertakes all draws and ground allocations for Christchurch cricket competitions, and his contribution to CJCA in this regard is acknowledged.  The wider support of the CCA is important and includes access to the boardroom for meetings, provision of coaches for winter training and selectors for trials, as well as an excellent sounding board to debate wider issues. Our groundsmen, Danny Timpson and Bruce Mugford, continue with their excellent work in preparing the outfield wickets for the softball grades. The time and attention given to our financial accounts by our Auditor, Dave Gallop, is also acknowledged.  Robbies are thanked for their support of junior cricket by providing player of the day certificates for all CJCA grades.  I (Peter) also acknowledge the role of Barry Hazeldine the CJCA manager in undertaking many tasks relating to the day-to-day running of the CJCA as well as overseeing larger projects such as website redevelopment, winter training, and regional tournament organisation. 

It is very pleasing to see that junior cricket remains an important summer sport in Christchurch with 271 teams starting the season. This season for the hardball grades, new school year grade names replaced the junior and senior one day grades. The reasons for the change were that 1) the grades were not one day but were only played for ½ a day and 2) the junior and senior grades each had over 40 teams and therefore player numbers had become large enough that it was not necessary to have more general grades that combined a range of player ages. Player dispensations were relaxed to allow clubs with smaller player numbers to easily make up teams. The most significant changes instigated for the past season were the grade rule innovations to year 6 hardball, including last man standing, max zone behind bowler, and guaranteed 20 balls faced for every player (unless out). Year 5 also had a hardball grade introduced for those players wanting a hardball alternative to Super 8.  

The major events in Christchurch this season were the earthquakes of 4 September 2010 (7.1 on reichter scale) and 22 February 2011 (6.3 on reichter scale). The September earthquake caused some damage to several sports fields and to a reasonable amount of property, but the cricket season was able to start on time on 16 October 2010. The 22 February earthquake caused significant damage to Christchurch property and infrastructure, and resulted in the loss of 181 lives. Some of the lives lost were of people associated with junior cricket, and the CJCA extends its sympathy and condolances to those families. At a meeting of CCA, CJCA, and club presidents on 30 February 2011, all competitive cricket was cancelled for the remainder of the season. The February earthquake therefore resulted in the loss of junior cricket on five Saturdays and two regional tournament days.  The junior cricket community responded to the tragedy with the Halswell, Burnside, OBC, and Marist Harewood junior clubs having club days for their players and those from other clubs. As a result of the shortened season, 30% of the 2010/11 club levies have been refunded to clubs by CJCA.

A number of projects and/or activities were undertaken this year:

· website enhancements continue with upgrading the winter training registration form to an on line registration using a similar format to the regional tournament trial registration process. This work was carried out by NV Interactive. 

· two more artificial wickets were added to Warren Park, giving 4 wickets at this venue and making it a suitable venue for Regional Tournament games. Another artificial wicket was installed at St Albans Primary School. Funding for these from the New Zealand Community Trust is gratefully acknowledged. Replacement surfaces were also installed at Kirkwood Intermediate and Northcote schools.
· a coaching day for teachers was held, at no cost to the school, to improve grassroots knowledge and skills.

· the Metropolitan West Sports Association in Queensland invited the CJCA to send a year 8 boys team to Queensland. They played three games there between November 27–December 3, 2010.

· a new initiative this year was the introduction of umpire training for year 7 and 8 players. This was introduced to better prepare players for when they have to umpire their own games at year 9. This training was conducted by Dallas McIlraith, Canterbury Regional Umpires and Scorers Association, and was undertaken after winter training sessions.  Twenty five players successfully completed their level one umpires certificate. 

· successful grant applications totalling $98,000 were also obtained. These were dispersed as follows: administration support, teacher training, artificial pitches, website, winter coaching, and SIPST (Canterbury Community Trust); to purchase playing shirts and track suits for girls regional tournament and representative teams and shade tents and boundary markers for regional tournaments (Air Rescue Trust); plugs for artificial wickets (Mainland Foundation); water bins and shade tent (Lion Foundation); tournament supplies and shade tent (Southern Trust). The support of these organisations is very significant and appreciated. Cricket Express is also thanked for their continued sponsorship of the regional tournaments. 

The smooth running of junior cricket in Christchurch only occurs through the large volunteer base. The efforts of our committee, coaches, managers, club/school convenors, and mum and dad supporters is gratefully acknowledged.  The CJCA is soundly based and is well-placed for the advancement of junior cricket in Christchurch.
