	Presidents Report
	President Peter Burke spoke to his report. He spoke about the 136g ball as a new innovation and spoke of coaching negotiations with the CCA for Kiwi and Have a Go programmes to provide a support network for coaches.

Also a programme for zonal players with Garfield Charles and Andrew Reid is in place which has so far been very well received and could be extended to year 6.

He spoke about the zones and the use of Sydenham Park and asked for submissions from other clubs who may be interested in hosting the zones.

Peter also outlined events at South Island Tournament.

He then thanked Doug McSweeney for his efforts with the draw and Grant, Richard and Carl as well as the other members of the committee.
	

	Financial Statement and Treasurers Report
	Grant Penlington presented the financial statement for 2003/2004. This showed a loss of $8347 compared to last season’s profit of $6103.

This occurred because of the late receipt and payment of $4738 for coaching from the previous season. There was also an account for $2813 from the CCA which had not been budgeted for draw and registration expenses.

The situation was also not helped by the non payment of levies of $2497 and also less funding from sponsorship.

$1498 was spent on new mowers but expected sponsorship was not forthcoming.

Also thanks to David Gallop for his assistance as auditor.

On a personal note Grant also thanked Peter and the committee for their help and support over the last few years both in secretary/treasurer roles and as selector and coach.

Ted Churstain asked what steps had been taken to recover the outstanding levies – a letter had been sent to the club concerned explaining the consequences of non payment as well as many verbal approaches.

Moved that the levy for 2004/5 remain at $7.50 per player and that the treasurers report be accepted.

	Playing Conditions
	John Hammond spoke to the changed playing conditions.

The main thrust was to stop the categorisation of players and ensure that everyone has an equal opportunity for batting and bowling.

Derek asked about team numbers – 10 players per side or as stipulated for the grade.

Ted Churstain asked why 10 in 2 day competition – give more playing time for players and it was felt that this was a move in the right direction.

Jos asked if the zones would change to 10 aside – no they will remain the same.

Richard Falloon sought clarification of Senior 2 day options on declarations – this was explained that there was no real change to last year’s format.

	Ball size / Player safety
	Peter also said that he could foresee no further changes other than ball size in the near future.

N Z Cricket is aiming towards using the 136g ball up to Under 14.

Peter also thanked John, Des and Dave for their work on the playing conditions.

Injury prevention is highlighted through all grades and states what players should wear in each grade.

There was hope that funding would be available through ACC for helmets but this is not forthcoming.


	

	Girls Cricket
	Over the last few months peter and Doug McSweeney have been trying to bring girls cricket under the CJCA umbrella. They will come under our draw and registration and WAG seems happy with negotiations so far – maybe there will be a WAG member co-opted onto CJCA.

Doug repeated that WAG seems to recognise this as a vehicle to further promote girls cricket and give more choice to players.

Jos asked as to where girls would play – will be integrated to more home and away where possible rather than just at Hospital Corner.

Derek asked if more grounds such as outfield cricket could be located at Cranmer Square for example.

Ted asked about team numbers for girls – 16 last season.

He also hoped that this was a long term plan for the future.
	

	Modified discussion
	Chris Jones expressed the view that modified on Friday night might not be popular – an issue to be considered but the problem is ground availability and may need to be revisited. Need to give a choice as to when they play but wish to also put junior cricket on artificial wickets more than now.

Jos said that maybe players not available for Friday night will play traditional on Saturday and therefore not free up the grounds as expected.

Dave reminded that modified was set up as an alternative not as a stepping stone.

Junior 2 day is not an option as not supported by clubs over the last 2 seasons.

Ted believes that senior modified may come into a similar category but it was about giving choice.

Chris questioned the number of artificial wickets available – there are sufficient.

Mike Harvey also spoke to this and advised of plans to advise when coaches are coming to clubs and have further liaison between CCA and clubs.

Derek Cockburn – is South Island Tournament still the main focus for rep teams or is this in jeopardy?

For now the Tournament is in safe hands as we now have the ability to change and with changed dates there are more positives than negatives.

Derek also offered clubs some coaching books by Martin Horton.
