Should we have an earlier start after Christmas?

Richard Reid suggested that we finish a week later before Christmas rather than start a week earlier.

Perhaps a super 8 type competition could be run during the holidays similar to that run by Sydenham.

Ted suggested that there was a need to communicate more with the clubs on this.

Jos Bakker asked about the staggered start to the season and Peter explained that many clubs had problems with late registrations at that level of cricket i.e. Junior Modified.
