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Secretary / Treasurers Report - Year Ended 31 March 2010

Following on from our strong position of recent seasons we have recorded a surplus for the year ending 31 March 2010 of $31,488. 

We were fortunate to receive funding from a number of sources to contribute to this result. This allowed us to:

· send 2 Girls rep sides to Wellington 

· assist with costs for our Summer Tournament 

· assist with funding 2 boys rep teams to compete in the South Island Tournament in Alexandra

· provide a Winter Coaching programme

· contribute to pitch redevelopment at Aranui High 

· undertake pitch remarking

· fund major redevelopment and enhancement of the CJCA website

· fund the CJCA Manager’s Fee

· make a financial contribution towards teacher coaching
