· Artificial Wickets Review

-    Multi Pitch Venues
Peter Heenan addressed the issue of pitches. CJCA currently looking at developing multi-pitch venues with a goal of shifting regional tournaments to artificial wickets. Also to allow more wickets available for weekly play. Four new wickets going in at Hospital Corner, led by CCA in conjunction with CCC. Also investigating Warren Park as a potential venue.

-    Grade Those in Operation
Auditing the state of current pitches. Programme to be developed

· Redo Coloured Markings

Seen as successful. Looking to do this again for the coming season.

· Users Feedback Sought

Peter & Barry requested feedback from attendees regarding other wickets requiring upgrade or development. 

Enquiry from Barry van Beurten about development of wider artificial pitches at Hagley. Brent advised that sewer lines in place prohibit this being pursued.

· Player Development

· Improve Inter-association Competition

Peter advised 250 players registered for winter training. This last year games were arranged with Canterbury Country, proving very successful. Looking to maintain this relationship.

· Girls 

Lots of exciting things happening for girls. John Purdie has been leading a team of Girls to Brisbane. A 12 yr old boys team also invited and will be travelling to Brisbane. Girls trip to Wgtn last year, looking to go to Akld this year. Purpose is to develop as players but also socially with wider benefits to girls cricket as a whole and player numbers. 

· Overseas Trips

These trips are fully funded by parents, sponsorship & fundraising. Mindful of professional & transparent selection processes

· Sponsorship

Subway have withdrawn from Player of the Day sponsorship due to inappropriate use in some instances. Subway still keen for some involvement with cricket. 

Peter Heenan invited CJCA Patron, Derek Cockburn, to address the meeting in recognition of the significance of this being the 50th AGM of the Association. Derek revisited some of the history of the CJCA, the former Junior Advisory Board & junior cricket in general - including the foundation of the South Island Tournament.  Derek requested any ideas for support the 50th South Island Primary Schools Tournament in 2013 (to be hosted in Christchurch).
