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Secretary / Treasurers Report – Y/E 31 March 2011
Following on from our strong position of recent seasons CJCA recorded a surplus for the year ending 31 March 2011 of $31,771. This was on a par with last year’s surplus - despite granting a 30% rebate of team levies & investing $38,743 in new artificial pitches.
We were fortunate to receive funding from a number of sources to contribute to this result. This was used to:

· fund 4 new artificial wickets
· purchase 3 new sun shade marquees

· assist with costs to run our Spring/Summer Tournaments 

· assist to fund 2x boys rep teams to compete in the annual South Island Tournament in Ashburton
· provide a Winter Coaching programme

· fund continued development of the CJCA website

· fund the CJCA Manager’s Fee

· make a financial contribution towards teacher coaching

We wish to thank the following contributors:  Canterbury Community Trust $40K, New Zealand Community Trust $27K, Air Rescue Services Trust $13K, Southern Trust $10K, Lion Foundation $3K, Mainland Foundation $5K. 
This season a significant amount of cash sponsorship & fundraising was generated by the 7 junior teams that travelled to compete in Brisbane, Auckland, Wanganui & Blenheim.  We wish to acknowledge the fundraisers, the donors & the 21 sponsors whose contribution made these player development opportunities possible. 
We are also grateful to Cricket Express for their continued support. Their sponsorship is key in enabling us to purchase balls, wickets and other gear & uniforms at very competitive rates. Without this generous support our already sizeable Gear/Cricket Supplies expense would certainly require more funding. 
For the coming season we propose the annual per player levy of $10.00 (GST inclusive) is unchanged.  Only 1 levies payment remains outstanding from the 2010-11 season. We expect to receive this in the next 14 days.
Our thanks again also go to the CJCA groundsmen. Danny Timpson and Bruce Mugford continue to provide us with fantastic support during the season; they were assisted this year by Tim O’Loughlin.
