	Financial statement and treasurers report


	Brent presented the Financial report per: 
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Brent commented that the CJCA was in good shape – due in large part to huge endeavours by others to secure investment funds, prudent management since and the success in obtaining grants in the past 12 months – a function largely carried out by Peter Burke.
Brent warned that the current financial position would erode quickly if funding became more difficult and/or if rule changes made it possible for the CCA to take funds off the CJCA.

Brent highlighted that the scope of activities undertaken by the CJCA could be expanded but that many opportunities were going to be subject to the affordability of projects – and that this was likely to be dependant on further and expanded funding success.

Brent highlighted that the Investment of $101718.19 (part of a total of $120,000 invested) which was set up approx 12 years ago, actually belonged to a Trust rather than the CJCA however the intensions of the trust was to have proceeds from the trust given to the CJCA. He indicated that work was underway to help clarify this situation and probably remove the investment shown ($101718.19) from the CJCA’s financial position.
Brent thanked the CJCA Honourable Auditor, Dave Gallop for his assistance and diligence in the audit of the Annual accounts.

	Levies for Clubs/ Schools
	Proposal received to increase club / school levies from $7.50 to $10 per player (GST Inclusive)

	Incorporation
	Brent moved that the CJCA move to become an Incorporated Society. In doing so he pointed out the benefits and downsides of becoming incorporated – those being: 

· Accounts and Rules open to the public to view.

· Some funding organisations restricted funding to only Incorporated Societies

· Need to maintain address, rules and annual financial position with Min of Economic Development and pay initial $100 fee.

	Brent advises that the CCA Coaching Director – Richard Hayward – has offered Andrew Reid (CCC) as Convenor of selectors for CJCA representative teams for the 2005/6 season. The proposal is that Andrew would be supported by CJCA appointed selectors but that Andrew will have final say on all selection decisions. The CCA will consider this nomination at the next committee meeting. The consensus of the meeting was that this was a nomination to be supported.
Impartiality of Zone selectors was raised. Brent advised that this was not practical to control centrally but that nominations would shortly be invited for.

	Revised rules of the Christchurch Junior Cricket Association were proposed per:
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Mike Dormer moved an amendment as follows:
· The name of the Association shall be “The Christchurch Junior Cricket Association (hereinafter referred to as ‘The Association’)” under the control and authority of the Canterbury Cricket Association, except for all financial matters inclusive of investment which remain under the sole control of the CJCA. (This amendment was seconded by Vaughan McEwan – but defeated 4 votes to 8)
Brent then moved that the revised rules (per above and distributed at the meeting) be accepted. These were accepted by all present excepting Vaughan McEwan.
